Most importantly,
midrange dynamics are essential to connecting the music to the listeners soul, as the
majority of the music we listen to is in the midrange. Without midrange dynamics,
voices are stifled, snare drums have no snap and orchestras have no grandeur.

Full, Flat Frequency Response

Amplifiers, cartridges, DACs and digital sources all have full, flat frequency responses
by design, and we believe the same is required of our products. We do not believe we
have the right to change the equalisation of a recording and so we take create efforts
to ensure we don't, without sacrificing anything as a result...and yes, an EQ pedal is

another undesirable effect in high performance audio.

High Efficiency

To communicate the very finest details of a recording while providing the huge dynamics
that are so essential to the soul of a piece of music; high efficiency is critical. All
Stratton products are high efficiency by design. This has the useful benefit of allowing
high playback levels using low-power Valve or Class A amplification should a customer
wish, without requiring the volume to be raised and pushing the amplifier into higher
distortion operation.

Maximum Compatibility

We believe a well-designed loudspeaker should work well with a wide range of
reference quality partnering equipment. To this end, we optimise our products to have
a nominal 8 Ohm impedance with minimal deviation. This ensures that all amplifiers
regardless of power, architecture or technology type work optimally with our products
with minimal stress or introduced distortion.
